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DAVID’S PRAYERS OF REPENTANCE

Who can understand his errors? Cleanse thou me from secret faults. Keep back
thy servant also from presumptuous sins; let them not have dominion over me:
then shall I be upright, and I shall be innocent from the great transgression. Let
the words of my mouth, and the meditation of my heart, be acceptable in thy
sight, O LORD, my strength, and my redeemer. Psalm 19:12-14

All the paths of the LORD are mercy and truth unto such as keep his covenant
and his testimonies. For thy name’s sake, O LORD, pardon mine iniquity; for
it is great. What man is he that feareth the LORD? Him shall he teach in the
way that he shall choose. His soul shall dwell at ease; and his seed shall inherit
the earth. The secret of the LORD is with them that fear him; and he will shew
them his covenant. Mine eyes are ever toward the LORD; for he shall pluck my
feet out of the net. Turn thee unto me, and have mercy upon me, for I am
desolate and afflicted. The troubles of my heart are enlarged: O bring thou me
out of my distresses. Look upon mine affliction and my pain, and forgive all my
sins. Psalm25:10-18

Blessed is he whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is covered. Blessed is the
man unto whom the LORD imputeth not iniquity, and in whose spirit there is no
guile. When I kept silence, my bones waxed old through my roaring all the day
long. For day and night thy hand was heavy upon me: my moisture is turned
into the drought of summer. Selah. I acknowledged my sin unto thee, and
mine iniquity have I not hid. Isaid, Iwill confess my transgressions unto the
LORD:; and thou forgavest the iniquity of my sin. Selah. Psalm 32:1-5

O LORD, rebuke me not in thy wrath: neither chasten me in thy hot displeasure.
For thine arrows stick fast in me, and thy hand presseth me sore. There is no
soundness in my flesh because of thine anger; neither is there any rest in my bones
because of my sin. For mine iniquities are gone over mine head: as an heavy
burden they are too heavy for me. My wounds stink and are corrupt because of
my foolishness. Iam troubled, I am bowed down greatly; I go mourning all the
day long... For Iwill declare mine iniquity; I will be sorry for my sin... Forsake
me not, O LORD: Omy God, be not far from me. Make haste to help me, O Lord
my salvation. Pasim 38:1-6, 18, 21-22

For we are consumed by thine anger, and by thy wrath are we troubled. Thou
hast set our iniquities before thee, our secret sins in the light of thy
countenance...who knoweth the power of thine anger? Even according to thy
fear, so is thy wrath. So teach us to number our days, that we may apply our
hearts unto wisdom. Psalm 90:7-8, 11-12



Have mercy upon me, O God, according to thy lovingkindness: according unto
the multitude of thy tender mercies blot out my transgressions. Wash me
thoroughly from mine iniquity, and cleanse me from my sin. For I
acknowledge my transgressions: and my sin is ever before me. Against thee,
thee only, have I sinned, and done this evil in thy sight: that thou mightest be
Justified when thou speakest, and be clear when thou judgest. Behold, I was
shapen in iniquity, and in sin did my mother conceive me. Behold, thou desirest
truth in the inward parts: and in the hidden part thou shalt make me to know
wisdom. Purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean: wash me, and I shall be
whiter than snow. Make me to hear joy and gladness; that the bones which thou
hast broken my rejoice. Hide thy face from my sins, and blot out all mine
iniquities. Create in me a clean heart, O God; and renew a right spirit
within me. Cast me not away from thy presence; and take not thy holy spirit
from me. Restore unto me the joy of thy salvation; and uphold me with thy free
spirit. Then will I teach transgressors thy ways, and sinners shall be converted
unto thee. Deliver me from bloodguiltiness, O God, thou God of my salvation:
and my tongue shall sing aloud of thy righteousness. O Lord, open thou my lips;
and my mouth shall shew forth thy praise. For thou desirest not sacrifice; else
would 1 give it: thou delightest not in burnt offering. The sacrifices of God are a
broken spirit: a broken and a contrite heart, O God, thou wilt not despise.

O thou that hearest prayer, unto thee shall all flesh come. Iniquities prevail
against me: as for our transgressions, thou shalt purge them away. Psalm 65:2-3
